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                         Instructions and information
        for the KA-T004 installation tool

The KA-T004 tool is designed to precisely install the KA-1230 brake/suppressor.  The tool allows precise placement of the drilling operations needed to install the unit.  Without the use of a drill press or end mill it is very difficult to correctly drill the hole unless the KA-T004 is used.  Drill bits will often walk and try to follow the curve of the barrel, thereby drilling the holes off-center and cutting into the pin bores in the brake/suppressor.  This can result in structural failure of the brake/suppressor and/or detachment due to improper pin placement.

Using the tool is fairly simple and straightforward, we want to make the job as easy as possible for the end users of our products.  Follow the instructions step-by-step and don’t take any shortcuts and you will have installed your brake/suppressor unit to a similar level of precision as we achieve in the shop.
STEP 1:  Loosen the setscrews so they are not protruding into the bore.  You will see that the hole in one end is a little larger than the other, the larger hole fits the muzzle of the AK47/SAR1 and the smaller side accepts the muzzle of the SKS carbine.  To ensure that the brake fits over the last .500” of the barrel as required, the supplied 3/32” drill bit is initially used as a stop in the bore to eliminate any measuring or guesswork.  Simply hold the bit in the proper hole and it will allow the tool to slide on only the required .500” so the brake will install correctly.  Refer to the following diagrams:


Notice that the bit goes in the center hole furthest from the side the muzzle is inserted on.  The distance from the side of the bit to the edge of the tool is exactly .500”.  

STEP 2:  After sliding the tool onto the muzzle until it contacts the bit, turn the tool so that the holes two holes inline with the setscrews are pointed in the direction that the pins on the brake/suppressor need to run in order for the ports to be aligned properly.  Usually this will mean that the holes will run horizontally, however some units for some applications may have pins that run vertically.  Be sure to check your brake/suppressor unit to ensure proper alignment of tool.  Once the tool is rotated to the correct position and the muzzle is contacting the drill bit, lightly tighten the setscrews on both sides of the tool.  This will hold the tool in place on the barrel.  When installed properly, the tool shouldn’t turn.

STEP 3:  After the setscrews have been tightened, pull the drill bit out of the locator hole.  Put a drop or two of oil in each drilling hole.  Use the supplied 3/32” bit to carefully drill the two required divots.  Feed the drill through the hole straight and slowly.  The bit should pass completely through and out the holes on the other side of the tool.  Clear debris from holes.
STEP 4:  Loosen the setscrews and remove the tool from the barrel.  Inspect divots for any burrs and remove them carefully with a small round file if necessary.  Barrel is now ready for installation of KA-1230 unit, consult KA publication PM08-004 for instructions and details.
